Founded in 2010, the Alliance for Global
Water Adaptation (AGWA) is an informal
network for water resources adaptation
to climate change, focused on supporting
experts, decision makers, and institutions
within the water community to nd
common solutions for sustainable water
resources management.

Climate adaptation for water is critical for
economies and ecosystems — water provides
coherence to climate change adaptation and
mitigation, and integrates energy, watet,
food production and agriculture, forestry,
and ecosystems and the environment.

AGWA's ultimate aim is to improve the sustain-
ability of both natural and engineered systems
by strengthening their resilience.

AGWA currently (as of 2015) consists of more
than 100 organizations from all regions around
the globe.

The organization

AGWA is governed by a Steering Committee,
which includes two co-chairs: the World Bank
and SIWI. The AGWA network and its activities
is coordinated by John Matthews, who reports
to the Steering Committee. Hosted by SIWI, the
AGWA Secretariat support day-to-day opera-
tions and activities, the policy team, as well as
provides support to the Steering Committee.

Our technical work

AGWA is involved in a wide variety of technical
projects related to climate adaptation for water
resources management, including its Climate
Risk-Informed Decision Analysis (CRIDA) initiativ
and the AGWA Guide. Other technical projects
focus on investment strategies, ecosystems and
infrastructure, risk assessment and risk reduction
governance and implementation, and nance.

CRIDA is a technical guidance platform for water
resources planners, managers, and engineers to
implement robust water management — particu-
larly for water managers working in the develop-
ing world. The AGWA Guide serves as an online
resource and self-exploration guide for water
managers with emphasis on current literature,
thinking, and implementation.
